This program would begin with an introductory meeting after a special performance by SAFTCO of their Christmas show, 
Scrooge! The Musical. Information on the show is on the bottom of this page. This introductory meeting will give the parents 
and children  the opportunity to see what goes on in each class and ask any questions they may have. After that, in January, 
every child with the desire to participate in the performance will have an audition consisting of a monologue and a song. This 
will be used to assess whether the child will be placed in a beginner or advanced level course. Every child in the perform-
ance will be required to attend three performance classes consisting of musical theater performance, dance, and acting. 
They will also choose one of two technical classes to attend consisting of lights and sound or scenic design, costuming, and 
make-up. Those who do not wish to perform may just choose a technical class to attend. At the end of the program, the stu-
dents will be displaying their knowledge and effort by performing a show for their friends and family.
